Most of the subject matter of art in the 1980s was about
the liberation of humans and liberation of society. Some
people were more involved with their community or social
causes but | was just really interested in making art. | did
try to represent what was going on though. For example,
my sunbird works which have an inherent conflict, a way
of thinking and expressing the tension and energy that |
saw around me. | understand the young students who had
hope and new ideas they wanted to express. | see these
as ultimately helping to develop society in the long term—
a seed for the future.

This was
the first time | had seen an abstract painting. | can’ t recall
who the artist was but | remember the piece. At the time |
didn’ t like it, because my favorite work was by John Singer
Sargent. | later visited Boston with my family to see some
of these works again. The abstract painting | saw back
then didn’ t really impact my works——I was still painting in a
figurative manner. | began to paint abstract paintings many
years later in 1995-6. Even then | didn’ t intend to paint
an abstract painting but | was becoming more interested
in and studying Buddhism. | started a series of paintings
about death, called a “Barrier of Flowers”. The ideas |
wanted to express was that all kinds of beautiful things
come to an end—that the death is a new beginning for
a new life. This is ultimately about hope. During this time
| created a series of paintings that were gray with dots
on them. It was a simplification of form. My art went from
figurative to abstract, but these paintings also represented
a lot of content.

LL: Abstraction in Chinese art; there are several ways of
thinking about it.

To some extent, abstraction in China is the same as
elsewhere. In my view, masters such as Leonardo da Vinci
and Michelangelo actually used an abstract way of thinking.
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But abstraction is not only for art, it could be applied to
architecture too. For example, the imperial palace in Beijing
has 81 steps that come from 9 sections—this is an abstract
idea. Abstract paintings all have content behind them.
The next idea is the methodology, the thinking behind
abstract expressions. Different regions have different
abstractions. This is less important. Abstract art in China
has a comparatively a lower position in Chinese art history.
This is due to the education situation in China, which is
comparatively low. It is a limited number of people who
understand abstract art in China. Perhaps this is the case
all around the world, but it seems especially so here.
